1. PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT

A. [bookmark: _GoBack]The purpose of this firm fixed price contract is to lease one Sports Utility Vehicle (SUV) (refer to minimum specs on pages 7 & 8).  The vehicle will be provided in accordance with the description/specifications/work statement. 

B. The contract will be for a one-year period, with one-year optional period of performance. 

C. The Government reserves the right to exercise any option year, if found to be in the best interest of the Government subject to availability of funds exercising an option year is subject to funds availability. 

D. In consideration of satisfactory performance of all services under this contract, the contractor shall be paid a fixed price per vehicle as shown below.

E. The Government will make payment in local currency.  Invoices to be submitted at end of every month and/or end of every quarter to process for payment. 

F. Replacement/Servicing.  The Contractor shall provide a replacement vehicle equivalent to the type that requires replacement, due to accident, breakdown, service or any other reason, within no to exceed 5 hours, at no cost to the Government shortest possible time. 


2. Price Schedule

A. The rates shall include all the costs necessary to accomplish the work as required by this contract, including all managerial, administrative cost, vehicles, maintenance costs, parts, comprehensive insurance and servicing. A replacement vehicle of the same model and quality shall be provided at no extra cost when service duration exceeds five (5) hours.  Furthermore, the monthly rate is charged for any consecutive 31-day period.  Any period of less than 31 days will be charged at a daily rate, which will be computed by dividing the established monthly rate by 31.
